-     The abstract text has to be inserted within the marked area on the second page. lt must not exceed the 
       second page.
-     The page borders must not be changed.
The former rules will be checked automatically during the submission of an abstract. If a submitted abstract does not obey these rules, submission will not be accepted.

Guidelines for styling abstracts

Please note the following guidelines for typing your abstract. 
The Deadline for abstract submission is 06th  November 2009.

A Information about contents and form of your abstract

The abstracts of the Free Papers and Posters will be published in the abstract book of the congress. For this reason it is absolutely necessary that the abstract includes all requested information.

The following structure is recommended (Short papers/Posters):

a. purpose
b. methods
c.  results
d. conclusions

When you copy your abstract text from MS-Word into the abstract form please consider, that the side margins from the original will be copied too. The page border in the abstract form must not be changed.

B General Information

1. The number of Free Papers and Posters is limited. Please understand that you can only be listed three times as author or co-author of Free Papers or Poster Presentations.

2. Please let us know if the names of author and lecturer differ.

3. Types of presentation are Free Papers and Posters. The program committee reserves the right to categorize the accepted abstracts in accordance with the requirements and topics. By sending in their registration the authors agree to accept both forms of presentation. Please submit our abstracts for the following categories:
· Donor triage and initial screening

· New limiting regulations on acceptance of tissue

· Update on the EU Directive and steps toward EuroGTPs

· Increasing donation by streamlining criteria 

· Arising graft needs (Specialized for Deep Lamellar, Limbal, Stromal lenticules)

4. Only findings which have not been published before should be submitted.

5. The authors will receive the notification of acceptance or rejection of their registration not later than end of November 2009.

Poster:
The posters will be shown in the poster gallery during the complete congress. 
Free papers
The authors will be informed directly about their presentation time. Please note, that the time for presentation will be maximum 7 minutes plus 3 minutes for discussion.
